Some large GenAl companies offer
iIndemnity to users, in order to control
legal defenses in GenAl copyright cases

This generally deters copyright
owners from suing
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GUIDELINES



GENERAL

- When you use GenAl to generate content, you may not hold the copyright to
the outputs

 All content entered into a GenAl tool may become part of its corpus of data;
your inputs may inadvertently appear as a response to other prompts

« Always review the terms of service for all platforms you’re using

« There are other rules outside of copyright to consider (College policies, FIPPA,
17 yourown ethics)
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Keep good records
about input, and
prompts
